Data description
For your project you are given an extract from the household survey, in particular its employment – unemployment schedule which includes migration particulars. The data was collected during the period July 1999- June 2000 in one of the developing countries. 
Variables 

state. The country of divided into 33 sub-entities (states). The state of enumeration (current place of residence).
mult. Combined multiplier for estimations.

mpce. Monthly per capita expenditures of the household.

selfemp. An indicator variable equal to 1 if self-employed, 0 if regular wage/salary earning; 2 for other (casual) labor. 
agricult. An indicator for being employed in agriculture: equal to 1 if engaged into agriculture, and 0 otherwise (only for rural population).
landow. Land owned (in 0.00 hectares).
hhead. An indicator variable equal to 1 if a person is a head of a household, and 0 otherwise. 
sex. Gender of a respondent: 1- male; 0- female

age. Age (full number of years) of a respondent. We consider a working age population of age 15-65.

marst. Marital status: 0- single; 1- married; 2- widowed.

educat. General education: 0 – illiterate; 1 – primary education; 2- secondary education; 3 – graduate education and above. 

techedu. An indicator variable: 1 – if a respondent possesses technical education; 0 – if non-technical. 
tempmig. Whether during last 365 days stayed away from village/town of enumeration for 60 days or more for employment or in search of employment: 1- affirmative answer; 0 – otherwise.
dpe. Whether place of enumeration differs from last usual place of residence. This column is intended to capture the information on migration (only for employment purposes). This will be decided based on the concept of change in the usual place of residence. The usual place of residence here is defined as a place (village or town) where the person has stayed continuously for a period of six months or more. The place of enumeration refers to the place (village or town) where the person is being enumerated or surveyed, i.e., the present place of residence of the person. This column will record whether the person now enumerated had a different usual place of residence previously (called the last usual place of residence). Where 1 - for persons whose place of enumeration is different from the last usual place of residence; 0 – for those who have been staying in the same village or town since their birth.
pl. Period since leaving the last usual place of residence. Number of years since leaving last usual place of residence till the date of survey.

loc. Particulars  of last usual place of residence – location: 1 – last usual place of residence was in another state; 0 – in the same state. 
locru. The type of last usual place of residence of the person. Location of the last usual place of residence is urban – 1; rural -0; unknown – 2.
stcd. State code for the last usual place of residence. 

stmig. Activity status at the time of leaving last usual place of residence:  employed – 1; unemployed – 0.

nicmig. Industry division (2 digit  NIC 1998): 0 – agriculture; 1 – manufacturing; 2 – construction; 3 – trade and services; 4 – transport; 5 – financial and business activities; 6 – education and social work; 7- mining.
wksts. Current work activity status: 0 – regularly wage/salary worker; 1 – self-employed; 2 – casual wage  laborer. 

wknic. Occupation industry code:  0 – agriculture; 1 – manufacturing; 2 – construction; 3 – trade and services; 4 – transport; 5 – financial and business activities; 6 – education and social work; 7- mining.
fullpart. Whether works a full-time - 1 or part-time – 0

nomwwk. The total number of months in which person was unemployed during the last 365 days. 
natemp. Nature of employment: 1- permanent; 0 – temporary.

totwage. Wage and salary earnings (received or receivable) for the work done during the recent week.  
locality. Particulars of the current place of residence: 1 – urban; 0 – rural. 

exper. Number of years of work experience.
