Description of Supplemental Tables for “Combining Administrative and Survey Data to Improve Small Area Estimates of Government Benefit Receipt”
[bookmark: _GoBack]These tables provide the raw and re-scaled annual county-level estimates used in “Combining Administrative and Survey Data to Improve Small Area Estimates of Government Benefit Receipt”. In addition to the tables for females and the elderly, the file also contains a table for the entire population (excluding the population adjusted estimator). The spreadsheet contains two versions of each table, a raw and a re-scaled version as discussed in the paper. The first column of each table contains the ACS survey year the totals correspond to. Note that the ACS combines two calendar years (the survey year and the previous calendar year). Columns B and C contain the FIPS county code and the county name. Column D contains the number of recipients according to the unlinked administrative data that I use as the measure of “truth” in the paper. Column E contains the standard, direct survey estimates. Columns F and G contain estimates from the three estimators described in the paper.
